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	The month of financial bylaws revisions has three important aspects to cover. Revision #2 which dealt with guest speakers, Revision #3 dealing with flights, and Revision #4 dealing with national tournament grants.
	Though not my legislation initially, I took the opportunity when Revision #2 to the financial bylaws came up to make changes in the law that had bothered me since its adoption. That, of all things for the USG limit, we chose how much money a club could spend on individual guest speakers and guest speakers on the whole.  For a government seemingly so worried about how many clubs simply put their budgets into free food for their members I found this to be ridiculous. It hindered clubs from bringing better known personalities to campus, forcing students to rely on SAB for any high-level lecture programming. I feel the changes made will go a long way in both advancing student life, and ensuring that the SAF isn’t spent fraudulently.
	Revision #3 still sits on the table. I am aware that this fact caused the roller hockey team to have to forfeit a national tournament. While this is indeed sad news, it would have been unethical for the Senate to pass the legislation without its wording being up to par. I do not know why it took so long for the issue to make its way to the Senate. If and when this bill makes it off the table I lean towards supporting it in order to ensure future cost savings for USG.
	Revision #4 to the financial bylaws spurred the most interest in USG that I have seen this entire year. While the attendance of the Legislative Review meeting at which the bill was tabled is notable, it should be kept in mind that when something is unconstitutional it does not matter how large a majority can be mustered in support of it, for constitutions exist specifically to tell the majority what even they do not have the right to do. Following the committee meeting the Senate created an ad-hoc committee, on which I sit, to come up with further amendments to the financial bylaws in order to limit any negative effect of expunging the National Tournament Grant section of the financial bylaws. We will be reporting our findings at the April 19th Senate meeting, on which the Senate will then have the opportunity to act. Regardless of how the Senate chooses to further amend the bylaws, it has a duty to repeal the National Tournament Grant section of the bylaws. If it refuses to act a judicial remedy will be sought.
