	First off, I hope all is going well during your Fall 2011 semester!  Within this letter, I will discuss what projects I have been working on during the past month while simultaneously serving as your elected representative as Senator for the College of Arts and Sciences. Senate meetings have been very productive; upcoming votes and resolutions are foreseen for upcoming senate meetings as well. 
	During the month of October, I continued to learn the procedures within the USG Senate. I attended and contributed heavily to meetings and to office hours in the Senate conference room. Just as a reminder, I have been elected Chair for the Rules/Elections/and Referendum Committee within the Senate and plan to see this committee through with diligence when working alongside of my fellow senators. As a committee, we will be looking at legislation for approvals/rejections before the senate floor. Our next committee meeting is to be held in early-mid November; here we will be discussing newly proposed legislation and deciding upon it as a committee. 
	Additionally, I have written a resolution to the petition regarding the Recreation Field Space issue, and I proposed it to the Senate with regard to sport clubs field space, focusing on the fields located next to the South P Lot. The situation regarding more field space for sports to practice on has been brought to my attention by the Men and Women Soccer Clubs, as well as the Rugby team, with support from other on campus sports clubs, general SBU students and various administration faculty members. This resolution is in support for sports clubs and student groups to be allowed to be able to practice on fields, (when they are not in use), without paying a fee. This resolution has been proposed in USG Senate; following the passing of this resolution through the USG Senate, I proposed the resolution to the Student Life Committee, and with unanimous consent (in favor), they proposed to pass it to the Executive Council of the University Senate and be placed on the University Senate’s agenda for the November 7th, 2011 meeting.
	Moreover, I am proud to report that the Elect Her application, that Executive Vice President Machalow and I worked on with Administration, has been accepted by the AAUW. Stony Brook University was one of 13 institutions nationwide that were chosen for this opportunity to put forth an initiative encouraging women to become more involved in politics on campus and in student government.  I am the Student Liaison/Contact and have been closely working with Cathrine Duffy, Assistant to the Dean of Students, to establish a training date and have been active in Elect Her conference calls. 
	Most importantly, I have been enjoying working with various clubs and organizations on campus, which have been very insightful with their ideas on making a beneficial difference on campus for Student Life, making Stony Brook University a closer community.
